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Maylands Fields Update
Your Residents' Association councillors have supported local residents in the
campaign for refusing planning permission for a cemetery on Maylands Fields. As
well as speaking out at the Town Hall’s Planning Committee, we also submitted our
objections to the Government’s Planning Inspectorate setting out our reasons to
reject the appeal.
Recently, we attended the Inspectorate’s inquiry at Town Hall. At the time of writing,
the case is being summed up and deliberated. Unfortunately, this process has been
known to take months before a decision is made by the Government to either uphold
the refusal by Havering Council or to approve the appeal.
Recently, squatters and new age travellers occupied part of the area via Mount Ave
and have conducted unacceptable threatening and abusive behaviour towards
residents. We informed the site's owners – Gardens of Peace – and they immediately
obtained a Court Order to remove those occupying the field. Despite the squatters
threatening to return to the site, the situation is being monitored but as it is private
land the responsibility to secure the site is with the owner and not with the Council.
We will keep readers updated on the decision of the planning appeal.

climb the footbridge stairs during this work. Rail customers who are finding the stairs difficult are
invited to make themselves known to station staff and a member of the TfL Rail Customer
Experience team will contact the customer to see what alternative arrangements can be made.

Upminster
Windmill
Restoration

Building work is well underway at
Upminster Windmill. The new
Visitor Centre is progressing well
and is due to be finished mid to
late summer 2016, opening to the
public in April next year. There
will be a workshop to carry out
maintenance on the Windmill as
well as a new space to welcome
visitors and groups.
One of the most exciting phases
of the project began in late May –
the restoration of the Mill itself.
Willem Dijkstra is our appointed
Millwright; his first job on site was
to remove the cap and sails. The

sails have been removed before,
notably in 2007 when two were
removed due to storm damage,
however, it was still a great sight
to see the sails lifted off. The
following day was a truly historic
occasion; the cap had not been
removed since 1803 when the
Windmill was built so the task at
hand was a delicate one. The job
was skilfully executed with the
cap safely lowered to the ground.
The curb, which sits between the
top of the body of the mill and the
cap, was also removed a few days
later.
The cap, sails, curb and several
other components including
some of the mill stones have now
been taken to Willem’s workshop
in Holland where they will be
fully restored. The
weatherboarding on the Mill will
be repaired, and a scaffold will go
up around the Mill next year to
allow for this work. The
restoration of the Mill will take
two years, with completion in
2018. Volunteers will be working
to repair the internal machinery
of the Mill also.
